Skirts/skorts/shorts must be no more than 3” above the knee

Girls who prefer to wear pants or shorts are welcome to purchase the charcoal gray Bermuda shorts or slacks listed under
boys' uniform requirements

A black or brown belt must be worn inside the belt loops of shorts and pants (belt loops required)

No ornaments or decorations are allowed on uniforms

Tan and brown “Duck” style boots will be allowed November 1st until April 1st (must be tied and worn inside the pants cuff)
No backless tennis shoes/slides, clogs, platform shoes, open toe/open heel, sandals/Birkenstocks, boots, rain boots, or

No hats, sunglasses, air pods, or headphones are allowed on a student at any time during school hours unless otherwise
